6. References

The literature review is like a map that guides you through the existing knowledge on your topic. In this section, you'll summarize and analyze what other researchers have discovered in relation to your research question or topic, citing their work to support your points. It helps you understand what's already been done and what gaps exist in the current knowledge. By reviewing past studies, you can identify trends, controversies, and areas where further research is needed. Essentially, the literature review lays the foundation for your own research by showing how your study fits into the broader academic conversation. 

A citation is a reference to a source you used in your research, whether you're directly quoting from it, paraphrasing it, or summarizing its ideas. It typically includes information like the author's name, the title of the work, the publication date, and where it was published. This paper follows citation style called APA, therefore when referencing a source within your text, use the author's last name and the year of publication in parentheses as   (Alexandrov, 2004) or mention them in text directly, as stated by Haisler (2011). 

A quote, on the other hand, is when you directly reproduce a specific passage or phrase from a source word-for-word in your paper. When you use a quote, you need to provide a citation to show where it came from. So, a quote is a specific excerpt from a source, while a citation is the broader reference to that source.

“Quote style”
Citations are crucial as they not only give credit to the original authors but also support your own arguments and findings with evidence from credible sources. They enable readers to verify the information you've presented and contribute to the transparency and trustworthiness of academic and research work. Additionally, citations help situate your work within the broader context of existing knowledge, fostering the exchange and advancement of ideas within scholarly communities. (Alexandrov, 2004; Caulfield, 2022; Haisler, 2011; How to Write and Structure a Journal Article, n.d.)

Methodology

This section should also explain how the data was analyzed, including any statistical methods or software employed. Additionally, researchers may discuss any limitations or potential biases in the data and methodology, as well as any steps taken to address them. Research Paper Citation reference entry:
Include the author's last name, first initial, the year of publication, the title of the paper, the name of the journal, the volume and issue number (in parentheses), and the page range.
Example: Alexandrov, A. V. (2004). How to write a research paper. Cerebrovascular Diseases, 18(2), 135–138.

Book reference entry:
List the author's last name, followed by the first initial. Then, include the year of publication in parentheses, the title of the book in italics, and the publisher.
Example: Haisler, P. (2011). How to write a good research paper. Samfundslitteratur.

Webpages with a known author and date:
Provide the author's last name and initials, the publication date in parentheses, the title of the webpage in italics, and the URL.
Example: Caulfield, J. (2022). Writing a Research Paper Introduction | Step-by-Step Guide. Scribbr. Retrieved from https://www.scribbr.com/research-paper/research-paper-introduction/

Webpage without Known Authors and Date Citation:
When there's no author or date, begin with the title of the webpage in italics, followed by "n.d." in parentheses, and the URL.
Example: How to write and structure a journal article. (n.d.). Retrieved from https://authorservices.taylorandfrancis.com/publishing-your-research/writing-your-paper/writing-a-journal-article/


Your references should be sorted alphabetically like this:
